The 2008 Alaska Pavement Inspection Report for Kotzebue recommends rehabilitation of Runway
9/27, portions of the taxiway, and improve the safety areas. The runway safety areas do not meet
Federal Aviation Administration safety guidelines. The majority of the runway pavement is twenty-two
years old. The lighting system is twenty-two years old and has outlived its useful life. The runway is
experiencing local areas of differential settlement, with pronounced settlement in the area of Taxiway
E.
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
