Project Description/Justification:
Transportation routes between the villages of Iliamna and Nondalton is limited to water routes in the
summer and ice routes in the winter.  Both routes result in slow, dangerous travel.  Community
members have died trying to cross the frozen river when their ATVs broke through the ice.  The
villages require a year-round, all-weather transportation route.  The Southwest Alaska Transportation
Plan recognizes that the project will improve public safety and health care by lessening reliance on air
transportation between Iliamna and Nondalton and by eliminating the need to cross the Newhalen
River by boat, or when it is frozen, by snowmachine, vehicle or on foot.  The project will also help
expand and diversify the economies of Iliamna, Newhalen and Nondalton.  It will reduce the cost of
goods in Nondalton and give Nondalton residents the ability to take advantage of an expanded range
of employment opportunities.  It will also improve the supply of government services, enhance the
delivery of educational services, and correct or alleviate some existing environmental drainage and
erosion problems.
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
