Brief Summary and Statement of Need:

As a result of two recent electrical emergencies in the communities of Metarvik and Akiak, the Alaska
Energy Authority (AEA) incurred costs of approximately $150,870 to assist community response, in
addition to community funds. This request replenishes declining electrical emergency funds given the
significant financial impact of these two emergencies.

Project Description/Justification:

The AEA's immediate response to the Metarvik emergency required approximately $65,000 in
resources. In Akiak, the AEA contributed approximately $25,870 in Circuit Rider and freight
assistance. The community has self-funded some of the critically needed repairs and the AEA
continues to stand by to assist these communities. The AEA will be procuring a replacement
generator at a cost of $60,000 that was dispatched to stabilize power in one of the communities.
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
